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A Brush with Kindness Homeowner Eligibility Guidelines
Homeowner eligibility for A Brush with Kindness Program is determined based on:

1. Demonstrated need
The condition of the home should be such that minor exterior repairs and maintenance, landscaping, clean up, painting, deck and ramp construction and, in some instances, roof repairs can be done by volunteers. The key is to limit the scope of A Brush With Kindness (ABWK) to projects that can be completed in a limited time frame, with minimum skills and with limited staff support.  ABWK Construction Manager will visit homes and assess them for demonstrated need and eligibility.  There should be an obvious need for our services.  Circumstances that prevent the homeowner from doing the work themselves such as disability, age or illness can be seen as demonstration of need. In many cases, homeowners simply lack the knowledge and ability to carry out general maintenance and repairs to their home, which may also be considered in assessing their qualifications.  Need may be evaluated in the context of the Madison area median income.

2. Ability to pay 
Homeowner must be able to pay a no interest and low payment loan if there is a loan. Some services such as painting will be done free of charge.  
3. Willingness to partner
Sweat Equity is a central component of Habitat eligibility.  Homeowners’ willingness to partner is very important to the success of our projects.  While sweat equity is not required and we don’t use a fixed amount of sweat equity hours, homeowners, family and friends are encouraged to contribute sweat equity toward the related ABWK project.
